Clubhouse Rules 

1. All decorations to be used in the clubhouse must be approved by Club Manager.  No decorations are permitted that will cause damage to the walls, wood, floor, windows, or any other part of the Club.
2. All furnishings must be returned to the positions originally found prior to the start of the USE time.
3. It is the sole responsibility of the User to obtain the rental key from the one of the Board of Directors at least 1 to 2 business days prior to the use.  It is also the responsibility of the User to make sure that the facility is secure upon leaving.
4. If you must arrive early to decorate, that time must be included as part of your USE time stated on the agreement.  This also applies to any contracted work, i.e. caterers.
5. You must supply any additional tables, chairs, etc, that may be needed and are not on the premise.  If any additional equipment is going to be used, please make arrangements with the Club Manager no later than one week prior to the event. All the additional equipment must be delivered and removed when the USE is scheduled to finish (per agreement) unless special arrangements have been made with the Club Manager.
6. The User and all guests must understand that during those times of the year when the pool is open, the bathroom and pool facilities will be shared with all other homeowners using the pool.  Failure to abide by this rule could mean forfeiture of deposit.
7. Management has the right to be present or visit the Clubhouse during the USE time to make sure all the rules and policies are being followed.  If during the visit the management finds any rule violations, the Manager has the right to enforce rules and/or end the function with loss of deposit.
8. The User must play any music in moderation so that it does not disturb area residents.  If noise complaints are made, the Management reserves the right to terminate User’s contract without refund of deposit. It is the User’s responsibility to make any contracted workers aware of this policy.
9. The User may not charge admission to the clubhouse during Use.
10. The Management also reserves the right to require an off-duty police officer to be present during the entire party if deemed necessary by the nature of the event at the expense of the User.
11. There is NO SMOKING permitted on Club property.  No alcololic beverages are permitted.
12. Cleaning charges must be paid in advance if Management determines it will be needed based on the nature of the event.  
13. Required cleanup for ALL events includes the following:
· Bathrooms must be clean.  Wipe sinks and counters.
· All personal items must be removed from the premises
· Turn off all lights and lock clubhouse doors prior to leaving.
· Empty all trash cans and replace with new liners.
14. Parking  Since parking is not available at the Clubhouse, you must make arrangements to drop off your guests and park in permitted parking areas on the street near your residence.
15. Supplies are  not provided.  You will need to bring paper towels, trash bags, mop, and other cleaning supplies. The club provides toilet tissue, and liquid soap for the bathroom. However, you may also want to bring extra toilet tissues if your group is large.
