BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES

JANUARY 21, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Robert Reddick at 6:24 PM following the Annual Grand Pointe East Homeowners Association Meeting at 1297 Autumn Breeze Circle, Gulf Breeze, FL 32563.  A quorum was present.

Board members present:  Robert Reddick, President; Tom Doughty, Vice President, Troy Bouk, Treasurer;

Mary King, Director at Large and David McCaig, Secretary.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.   On MOTION by Tom Doughty, SECONDING by David McCaig, Robert Reddick is APPROVED to continue his appointment as President for the current year.  The action includes other officers to continue in their present position, on MOTION, SECONDING and APPROVAL 

WASTE PICKUP.  A show of hands indicate a majority of residents favor a recycling service along with trash pickup.  Information collected from Allied Waste, Waste Management and Emerald Coast Waste indicate that the  provider of our service be Allied Waste.  Allied Waste offers a 2 day per week trash pickup plan including recycling at a cost of $22.00 per month, $66.00 per quarter.  No set up fee will be charged based on 2 year agreement.  Increases in fees will be tied to inflation.

FENCE.  Information presented by Tom Doughty for fence replacement:   MSBU program [Municipal Service Benefit Unit], is a program available through Santa Rosa County, FL until March 24, 2010 which permits financing to be placed onto each homeowner's real estate tax bill.  The fence cost, spread over 4 years on tax bill amounts to about $400. annually and would be paid as a tax.  The cost, for a brick fence is quoted at $149,799.00 + $6,000.00 demo of existing fence. To establish the MSBU program, 55% of affected Santa Rosa County, FL. residents must sign and approve a petition  prepared by the Office of Management and Budget. Each property owner equates to one vote regardless of the number of lots owned.  By an informal show of hands vote, a majority of residents present favor the plan.

Separately,  on MOTION by Tom Doughty, SECONDING by Robert Reddick, and unanimous APPROVAL, intermediate fence repair is authorized based on a $2,000.00 repair estimate.

DEEP WELL ESTIMATE.  To provide clean water to eliminate concrete staining at entryway, Dan Howard has presented two bids for a deep well.  Both are based on the present well on Grand Pointe property.  One estimate is $1,800.00, a second estimate is 2,300.00.

Tom Doughty has suggested that we develop an estimate for relocating the well to a new location on our own property within Grand Pointe East.

A Board of Directors meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 26, 2010 to complete details of waste pickup.

ADJOURN  The meeting was adjourned at 7:05 PM.  The next board meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 4th at 6:00 PM.
