BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES

JULY 8, 2010

The MINUTES of the last meeting held May 6, 2010 were CORRECTED  to indicate the arrangement for Clubhouse cleaning is scheduled for every Friday during the open season and carried out by Tina Kennedy at a cost of $15. per cleaning. FINANCIAL REPORT.  Troy Bouk reports $30,127 in our business checking account; $24,120 in preferred account.  As Treasurer, Troy estimates we will need $22,000 through the year end.  On this basis, a MOTION by Troy Bouk, SECONDING by Robert Reddick and APPROVAL, is a transfer of $5,000 into the preferred account.

MEMBERS CORRESPONDENCE.   None introduced at this time.

OLD BUSINESS.

 a. Pool Discussion.  Review of proper use of the pool and who may use the pool indicates that a letter be drafted and presented to the board to be approved and directed to concerned people.

Estimates are needed to increase insurance liability coverage for the pool.

b. Fence update.  Drilling near our entrance on Highway 98 is being done for the Florida DOT for a future expanded multi lane roadway.  A noise barrier wall is planned along the highway.

c. Mary King reports that Allied Waste has fixed an inclusive price for trash pickup and recycling at $66.

NEW BUSINESS.

a. Entryway.  On MOTION, SECONDING and APPROVAL authorization is provided for Mary King to spend up to $500. to remove Indian Hawthorne bushes from front entry and replant in another location, and to develop a flower bed at the front entrance.

b. Walk way to park.  On MOTION, SECONDING and APPROVAL  an amount up to $500. to pressure wash the walkway.

c. DOT Noise Fence is for future, exact time not determined.
